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Too much work…accounting engulfed my life.
Prof. Young’s style of teaching was not very helpful. When the only material we have to refer to is the HW problems from the text and the texts itself it makes learning difficult. The text was very confusing and oftentimes needed explanation (but that was not available). Young seems to like that he comes off as inapproachable and mean. It’s a shame because he is the reason I switched my major to accounting.

If you’re lazy don’t waste your time. You WILL work 5-7 hours a week outside of class to try and comprehend the homework and readings. Only take this class if you’re looking for a challenge, I wouldn’t recommend it unless you seriously want to be a part of the Honors Accounting program. More than half of the class periods have you in awe, completely lost.

I understand wanting students to think for themselves, but this class was slightly ridiculous. The instructor may be interested in teaching, but it is hard to tell since he made the students go up to the board and explain the problems every day. A bit more help before we had to do the homework would have been extremely helpful. No second year student has the time to meet with a partner 3 times per week for 3-4 hours to do homework and study more for the class on top of it. We have other classes as well as outside interests that this class significantly takes away from. A different book may have been helpful as well since this one did not even explain anything.

Professor Young was well prepared and set the course up differently than any course I have really taken. He really pushes you to think and there are no real formulas or ways to solve problems every time. I think that this class taught me the most about business decision making so far here at Fisher. This class is difficult, but actually interesting.

Very challenging but rewarding if you put in the effort. Professor Young is very passionate. This course teaches you to think differently than you ever have. Professor Young may come across mean or intimidating, but he really wants everyone to grasp the material. I’m glad the class is over, but I am also glad I took it, I gained a lot from Professor Young.

This class was a completely different experience from any other class I have taken. I liked the style of teaching in that the students were guided by the teacher to teach themselves rather than just being fed information. The workload is very high, excessive at times. But overall I think it is good for learning the material and work ethic.

Challenging course and a lot of work; however, interesting stuff and taught very well. Very stimulating, although it would have been nice to have 1 or 2 days without an assignment. The teacher can be a bit overbearing at times, but for the most part respects his students and treats them with dignity. Overall, very interested in teaching and, if you are willing and work, you can learn a lot more from him than any other professor I’ve had thus far.

This course is something very different than what you would expect from an accounting class. Professor Young ties the subject matter to real life choices and managerial concerns. If you are prepared to take the time outside of class to really learn the material, Professor Young is extremely helpful. You need to have a strong work ethic, but in the end, the course will be very intellectually rewarding.

Professor Young can be kind of intimidating at first. He is very challenging. He is one of those teachers that you don’t like in the beginning and by the end of the course or maybe even well after the course is over, you realize what a great professor he really is. He really just wants to make his students the best they can possibly be. He is one of those teachers you will always remember having. He puts you through an accounting boot camp; you hate it while you are in it but you’re proud of it later.

The book requiring us to think for ourselves is helpful up to a point. Because most of the material is abstract, a lack of explanation makes it difficult to find connections between topics. However, Professor Young is extremely helpful, especially in office hours. Many times he did stay past his scheduled time in order to help. I believe that Professor Young is a good teacher, but getting upset about making a mistake (one in which the whole class missed a connection between material) was wrong. He assumes we can automatically make the correct assumptions, even though an assumption can be anything, right or wrong. Overall, the class was okay, I could have learned more in another class, but at least Professor Young was willing to help outside of class.

Prof. Young is a great guy. He is passionate about accounting and he is a great teacher. He requires students to be prepared for class which helps us learn a great amount of material in the quarter.

Professor Young is definitely passionate about accounting as well as teaching. He is extremely knowledgeable as well as professional. That being said, Professor Young is not at all understanding that many of his students have an additional 3 or 4 classes on top of his. All the time in class is spent going over HW, which is fine if the test was over the HW, but I wish the theoretical stuff was covered a little more. If Professor Young posts this on his website, let it be known that to succeed in his class you better know your econ and you better not be lazy.
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I think your class is quite possibly the hardest I have ever taken, but I think that it was good because I have to spend every day thinking about accounting. Thank you for pushing us, because I know in the long run what I have learned in your class will help me in the future.

Nothing could’ve prepared me for the amount of work I had to do in this class. However, I’m now well prepared to take on any other class’ workload.

Prof. Young’s class was extremely challenging and took up more of my time than any other class ever has. The workload was a bitch much, with assignments due each class that took hours. I also felt like he didn’t really teach the material, we simply went over the HW problems. We had to learn a lot on our own.

One suggestion that I have is to have more real world applications and/or examples. The material is so abstract sometimes that it gets very confusing, and I feel like this would help with that.
